Unfortunately, it costs a lot 
of money.  Some of our parents are paying as much as $13,000 per athlete for the program 
fees, equipment needs and travel expenses for an athlete at the top level.  The entry level 
into the program is $85 for an athlete in the middle school program.  New athletes in the 
racing program are paying $1,000 per year for program membership fees.  We would like to 
offer this program to more athletes in the community, but we cannot do it without your help.  
We are also at the point where we need to provide better training facilities for our athletes.  
We should have several LOCAL athletes on the 2008 United States Olympic team and the 
unheated training facilities at the boathouse are not at the international level.
